About the Instructor:  Brandon  Lewis  holds  a  B.S.  Degree  in  Chemistry  from  West  Virginia  State 

University. Brandon began his professional career with the West Virginia State Police assigned to the Crime 
Laboratory’s  Drug  Identification  Section where  he  received  specialized  training  by  the  Drug  Enforcement 

Administration  in methamphetamine  lab  investigation  and  analysis.    In  2004,  Brandon  transferred  to  the 
Office of the Chief Medical Examiner, where he worked both as a Forensic Toxicologist, as well as, a Death 

Investigator.  Brandon has investigated over 1,500 deaths ranging from drug overdoses to child death.   He 
received Crime Scene investigation training by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and attended the Saint Louis School of Medicine’s 

Death  Investigator  Certification  Course.    On  May  1,  2008,  Brandon  began  his  duties  as  Program  Director  of  the  newly  formed 
Clandestine Drug Laboratory Remediation Program under the Bureau for Public Health.   Brandon has been published  in  the West 

Virginia  Medical  Journal,  as  well  as,  the  West  Virginia  Sanitarian  Newsletter  regarding  the  newest  efforts  in  combating 
methamphetamine labs.  Brandon is the recipient of several commendations and citations for his work.  In addition to his duties, he 

serves on  the National Alliance  for Drug Endangered Children Medical and Environmental Work Group, West Virginia Alliance  for 
Drug Endangered Children Task Force, Chairman of the West Virginia Public Health Association Pubic Health Information Committee, 

Saint  Albans  Drug  Task  Force,  a  member  of  the  Clandestine  Laboratory  Investigators’  Association,  as  well  as  several  civic  and 
community organizations.
